exterior stairs, include living and dining ter-
races located to assure sun or shade at any
time of the day.

ROOF: The Barrett Company
40 Rector Street, New York. N. Y.

This house has a Barrett Specification Roof. It is a
built-up type roof composed of alternate layers of tar
saturated felt and coal tar pitch. This material is sur-
faced with a 9" x 8" promenade tile on the two one-story
sections of the house. The tile is laid in a bed of Barrett
Plastic Tile Cement. The joints are grouted full and fin-
ished flush. The aggregate is embedded in a thick coat-
ing of Barrett Specification Pitch applied over the water-
proofing membrane. This aggregate, besides protecting
the waterproof membrane, glso reflects the heat of the
sun, preventing absorption of such heat by the water-
proof covering itself.

Barrett built-up roofing is supplied by roofing contrac-
tors, one of whom is located in or near your city. Litera.

BLOCK: Grant Building, Pittsburgh, Pa.

PC Glass Blocks have been installed in the garage of
this house. These blocks are made of hollow. partially
evacuated, clear colorless glass, formed of two halves
fused together at high temperature. They have a high
capacity to transmit light, obscure vision, and resist heat
flow. Edges are formed to provide a "keylock’ mortar
joint. All blocks are coated on the edges with a grit-
bearing translucent water-and-alkaline-resistant plastic
material. A number of sizes and patterns are available.

“Sargent” Hardware in the modern period and de-
signed in keeping with the architecture of this house has
been installed throughout this “House of Vistas.” The
main entrance door has a cylinder type lock with night
work functions and turn knob on inside. Entrance doors
throughout carry the same lock and trim, and have solid
bronze, ball bearing, button tip hinges. Cast iron, loose
joint butts with a prime coat for painting are used on
interior doors. Doors to closet have latch operation with
knobs on both sides. All locks are furnished with box
strikes. Finish is polished bronze and dull chrome.
