Kelvinator's residential air conditioning system, used
in this house, is of the indirect type wherein the air is
heated by means of a steam ccil in the conditioner, the
steam for which is supplied from automatic boilers. The
conditioner Model RCD contains a heating coil, a cooling
coil, filter, humidifier and centrifugal fan. Steam for the
heating coil is provided by an automatic boiler, and re-
frigerant for the cooling coil is supplied by a Freon water-

cooled mechanical coecling unit. A drain pan carries off
the water condensed by the cooling coil in the process of
cooling and dehumidifying. The Comfort Damper per-
mits outside air to be brought to the conditioner, filtered
and circulated throughout the house. Kelvinator Model
MKB675F Automatic Qil Burner is used with this system.
Finger tip exact selection control is a feature of this unit.
Duct work is engineered by Kelvinator.

In this house is a Kelvinator Electric Range, Model
ER32 featuring Kelvinator Chromalox High-Speed surface
elements, built-in Scotch kettle, air-flow oven, smokeless
broiler, and step-saver door rack and storage compart-
ment. Finger-tip reqgulation and accurately measured heat
is assured by its controls. Range consists of one-piece
table top and back plate of vitreous, white, stain-resisting
porcelain. Oven insulation is spun-glass wool, formed in
thick batts, and fills all space between oven liner and

outside panels.
