


EKE many of the houses in the Town of
Tomorrow, this plan has been developed
to exemplify the varied uses of a basic mate-
rial—in this instance, glass. Everyone knows
that in the last few years the glass industry
has developed a number of products avail-
able for the builder of the moderate cost
homes or mansions. Glass products have
been greatly amplified in practicability.

In the development of plans for The House
of Glass, two leaders of the industry, the
Pittsburgh Plate Glass Company and the
Pittsburgh Corning Corporation have com-
bined to present a full exemplification of all
practical forms of glass products now avail-
able to American home builders anywhere
in the country. The schedule later presented
shows these glass products, and their use is
demonstrated in this House of Glass.

The architect states: “With realization that
few persons or families may want to repro-
duce this house exactly as it is shown, the
home has been designed to suggest possible
additions to the comfort of modern living.
particularly those features made available
through the use of glass products. This added
comfort may be a result of the relation of the
house to the building site, of the arrangement

in the living, sleeping and service spaces or
of the materials employed in construction.
The arrangement of living spaces gives flexi-
bility in size, mobility and vistas from space
to space and from indoor living to outdoor
living. The materials employed in this con-
struction—concrete, steel, glass and plywood,
make possible broad garden vistas, sunlight,
privacy, fire resistance, and flexibility of
arrangement.”’
