HIS highly practical small home has been
developed under the planning theory that
each room—even the garage—shall have a
multiple function contributing to the conve-
nience and comfort of modern domestic life.
This plan represents a comprehensive
study by the architect which has been based
on a nation-wide survey carried out through
the National Home Builders Bureau (572 Mad-
ison Avenue, New York). Toward the accom-
plishment of this plan the sponsoring manu-
facturers, as listed herein, have in many in-
stances developed special groups of their
materials or equipment, striving to present
nationally available “packages” at reason-
able prices and seeking always to place
within the reach of the public a practical small
home for those who can afford a "buyer's
rental” of a maximum of $45.00 per month.
The cost of this house, depending on the
completeness of the equipment, should not
exceed approximately $5,000. In many parts
of the United States it can probably be built
for less. In view of the many functions of each
part of the plan it really represents the mod-
erate cost home of the immediate tomorrow.
The plan of this house features a definitely
new mode for modern living in that it devel-
ops the idea of ""Dual Duty” rooms. The con-
sidered opinion of the Bureau as indicated
by this plan is that a small home of today may
in a variety of function and extension of com-
fort contain several times the efficiency of
similar sized homes of 50 years ago.

The American home building public, even
in the most modest homes, is not satisfied with
minimum standards. The home owner de-
mands more than shelter, requiring that even
within a modest budget a small house with
the aid of modern planning and available
equipment shall contain most of the features
of comfort and efficiency heretofore found
only in larger and more expensive residences.
In developing this plan every effort has been
made to create a simple-to-run house. Even
though each dual duty room must perform
several functions it must at no time become
overcrowded by conflict of function. Cost of
operation and repair must be kept at a mini-
mum-—housework as much as possible must
be eliminated or simplified from the viewpoint
of domestic efficiency.

In this plan the living room combines the
function of several rooms in one. It is at once
a living room, a library, a music room and be-
cause of the wall-high windows at one end it
is a practical solarium. The sizable ell in this
room also serves as a dining alcove and can

be used as the study at other times. Specially
designed built-in furniture is the key to these
various functions.

The master bedroom contains a compact
“convenience wall” which serves to provide
an ultra-modern sewing room and domestic
office. This wall is furnished with a sewing
machine, ironing board, mirrors, files, draw-
ers, cabinets, typewriter stand, telephone and
other necessary equipment for the conduct of
the modern home. The bedroom contains three
large closets, one of them carrying a clothes
rod a full seven feet above the floor for long
dresses. Another closet opens to the second
bedroom, which is ideally planned as a child's
room to function as a scientifically developed
nursery, or this room can be used as a guest
room. The bathroom in addition to modern
sanitary installations contains full equipment
of medicine closets and ample closet space.

Like most modern small homes this house
has no cellar but a complete utility room pro-
vides space for heating equipment, home
laundry or by simple adjustments can serve
as a photographer’s dark room. Between the
utility room and the entrance cloak closet is
a passage offering access to the garage. A
telephone may be located in this passage. In
keeping with the Dual Duty Room idea the
garage is intended to serve also as a recrea-
tion and sports room. It is heated, its floor
and walls are attractively finished, it may
house a work bench, equipment for sports,
etc. The streamlined kitchen is designed for
efficiency and ease of housekeeping. The
paved terrace with wide overhanging roof
functions as an inviting porch.

The development of the Dual Duty rooms as
here exemplified represents an outstanding
advance in the effort to create the type of
small home which offers facilities for the “new
mode for better living."”

All lighting is planned
in accordance with the standards of the Na-
tional Better Light-Better Sight Bureau, and
electric wiring and wiring devices are in-
stalled under the standard specifications of
the National Adequate Wiring Bureau.

WALLS:

Edham hand-hewn Kolorite Processed Red Cedar
Shingles were used for the sidewalls of this house. The
thick butts with a deep shadow line combined with their
irregular surface give character to the walls. Kolorite can
be obtained in a variety of colors and they come ready to
apply. They are distributed through retail lumber dealers.

FRAMING *Weyerhaeuser Sales Company
AND
SHEATHING:

Weyerhaeuser 4-Square Guide Line Framing is used
for all framing material in this house including studs,
joists and rafters.

Weyerhaeuser 4-Square Endless Lumber is used for
wall and roof sheathing in this house. 4-Square lumber
has smooth, square ends and is cut to standard lengths.

GLASS *Libbey-Owens-Ford Glass Co.

A feature of this house is the application of “"window-
conditioning.” This is the modern term for the “storm
window'’ idea that folk of another generation applied,
sometimes at a sacrifice of appearance. Modern window-
conditioning can be used on any and all types of windows.

INSULATION: *Wood Conversion Company

BALSAM-WOOL SEALED INSULATION is a wool like
material made from clean, new, wood fibres closely re-
sembling sheep's wool in appearance and insulating effi-
ciency, shutting out extremes of heat and cold. This in-

sulating mat, chemically treated against termites, dry-rot
and vermin, is sealed in a moisture-proof paper.

ROOQOF: *Certain-teed Products Corporation

Certain-teed Wood-Tex Shingles, in a blend of soft
green colers, simulate the graining of hand-split wood
shingles, but in a way that makes the grain visible at
normal roof distances. The graining is emphasized by
color contrasts. They are made by building up the grain
with extra mastic coating and mineral granules thereby
giving extra weight on the exposed portion of the shingle.
